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Zooming and focusing
As you turn the zoom ring, the angle of view of the lens
changes. To focus the lens manually, turn the focusing ring.

Aperture setting

To set the lens aperture at A (Auto), turn the aperture
ring while depressing the aperture-A-lock button, and align
the aperture-A index with the red line. When setting

the aperture at an f-stop other than A, the aperture index
must be chosen, according to the focal length in use.
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MACRO (close-up) shooting

First set the zoom ring at 80mm, then turn it forcibly

until it is set at MACRO. Focusing can be made easier by
moving the camera itself back and forth toward the subject.
The maximum macro maginification obtainable is 0.256X
with the closest film-plane-to-subject distance of 0.4 meters
(1.3 ft.).

Precautions

® Shooting in the MACRO mode is apt to cause camera
shake, so the use of a tripod is recommended.

® Do not use any type of Polarizing Filter on this lens
because it causes vignetting, namely, produces a picture
with darkened corners.

® Even when using the ordinary filter, close-distance
shooting with the zoom ring set at 28mm may cause
slight vignetting.

® Don't use a lens hood when firing the built-in flash of
the KAF mount camera, NOTE: The built-in flash's
discharge may be cut off in the photography within
the distance of about one meter at a focal length of
35mm.

® Storing the lens in a moist place is apt to cause mildew.
Try to keep the lens in a moistureless place.

® When not using the lens for a longer period of time, take
it out of the case or the bag, and place it in an airy place.
It's 8 good idea to keep the lens in a moistureproof box
and put a desiccant in,

® Remove dirt or dust with a blower or a lens brush. If the
lens is dirty, wipe it with a clean cotton cloth dampened
with lens cleaning solution. Wipe with a light, circular
motion, from center to edge.
