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Canon AE Motor Drive FN

The AE Motor Drive FN is designed as an integral
part of the Canon F-1 system. Attached to the cam-
era, this accessory redefines the meaning of auto-
matic in motorized SLR photography by providing
you with automatic film winding and power rewind-
ing as well as shutter-priority AE, the ideal exposure
mode for shooting fast action. Three separate power
sources, the Battery Pack FN, Ni-Cd Pack FN, and
the High Power Ni-Cd Pack FN, are available to suit
your preference and the shooting situation. With
Battery Pack FN or High Power Ni-Cd Pack FN, se-
qguential shooting at up to five frames per second
is possible; the Ni-Cd Pack FN advances film at a
maximum 4.5 frames per second. The motor drive is
equipped with two shutter buttons for maximum
ease of operation when shooting in either the
horizontal or vertical format, and a remote control
socket.

Safety circuit
prevents shutter release when camera’s or motor
drive’s battery power is insufficient and when warn-
ing lamp lights up.

Cd Pack FN and High Power Ni-Cd Pack FN with
built-in Ni-Cd batteries.

Manual Film Advance: By turning off mode selec-
tor and using camera’s advance lever,
Frame Counter: Reverse-counting type. Functions
independently of camera frame counter. Automat-
ically stops at 'O and warning lamp lights up.
Frame Counter Setting: By setting wheel. Automat-
ically resets to ’'S" when reset button is pressed.
Power Film Rewinding: By means of power rewind
lever. Power rewinding stops as soon as the film
leader clears the take-up spool. A 36-exposure roll

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Loading the Batteries (Battery Pack FN)

Before mounting the battery pack onto the motor
drive, load the batteries. The battery contacts should
be wiped with a clean, dry cloth before loading to
prevent corrosion from dirt and fingerprints.

1. Slide the battery magazine release lever in the di-
rection of the arrow and remove the Battery
Magazine FN.

2. Following the diagrams on the inside of the bat-

tery magazine, load 12 size-AA batteries. Make
sure the terminals are facing in the correct direc-
tions. If incorrectly loaded, the motor drive will

not operate.
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. When all the batteries are loaded, push the bat-

tery magazine back into the Battery Pack FN until
it is again in the fully-seated position. It can be
inserted in only one direction.

Notes

1.

Always replace the batteries with a full set of 12
new size-AA carbon-zinc or alkaline-manganese
cells, all of the same brand.

. The batteries should be removed whenever the

Battery Pack FN will not be used for about three
weeks or longer.

. The Canon Ni-Cd Pack FN and High Power Ni-Cd

Pack FN are rechargeable power sources for the
AE Motor Drive FN. Do not use Ni-Cd batteries in
the Battery Pack FN.

*Because pressing the check button uses battery
power, excessive checking of the batteries may
reduce their life.
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The battery in the camera cannot be removed once
the motor drive is attached. Therefore, always check
the condition of the camera’s battery before mount-
ing the motor drive. Refer to the instruction manual
of the camera for procedures on checking the bat-
tery.

CAUTION: Do not mount or dismount the motor
drive when film is in the camera. This
may expose the film to light.

Using a clean, dry cloth, wipe the motor drive termi-
nals on the bottom of the camera and the contact
pins on the motor drive to ensure proper contact.
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. Make sure the mode selector of the motor drive

is OFF.

. Using a coin, unscrew the rewind coupler cover

(1), the AE coupler cover (2), and the winding

coupler cover (3)

. Then put the rewind coupler cover (fD and the
AE coupler cover (2) into the socket cover holder
of the AE Motor Drive FN as illustrated, and
screw the winding coupler cover (3) into the
socket.

. Then close the camera back and take two blank
shots. The frame counter will read "“36.”

. When loading a roll of film with fewer exposures
than 36, such as 24 or 12, first follow the steps
above. Then push in and turn the counter setting
wheel in the direction of the arrow until 24" or
"”12,” for example, is aligned with the index.
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Notes

1.

The counter setting wheel will turn only in the di-
rection of the arrow. If you turn past the number
you intend to set, press the frame counter reset
button and start over from “'S.”

. Do not set the frame counter to a number larger

than the number of frames of the film. If the
counter is set to a larger number and the film
ends before the frame counter reaches “0,” the
film perforations may be torn.

. The frame counter of the motor drive is a re-

verse-counting type while that of the camera is
an additive type. Consequently, their readings will
not be the same.
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Shooting

I. Shutter-Priority AE Photography

One of the primary functions of the AE Motor Drive

FN is to convert the F-1 to shutter-priority automatic

exposure (AE). This AE mode is possible with an FD

lens. Note that, in general, centerweighted average
metering is recommended for AE photography.

1. Turn the aperture ring of the lens, while pressing
the AE lock pin, until the "“A’ mark is aligned
with the distance index.

2. Set the desired film driving speed by pulling up
and turning the mode selector until “S,”” “L,” or
“H" is aligned with the index.
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At the 'S’ position, a single exposure is made
when you press any of the three shutter buttons,
and the film is automatically advanced when you
remove your finger from the shutter button. At
the “L” and "“H'" positions, sequential photogra-
phy is performed as long as you press any of the
shutter buttons. The film driving speeds at the
“L” and “"H" positions vary with the power
source used. Refer to the following table:

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3. Set the F-1's shutter dial to the desired shutter
speed. The shooting mode determines which
speeds can be used:

Mode Selector Shutter Speed Range

H 1/2000 - 1/60 sec.
L 1/2000 - 8 secs.
S 1/2000 - 8 secs.

Note: The “B,” * ﬁ " and "A'" settings on the dial
cannot be used with shutter-priority AE.

4, Look into the viewfinder and lightly press one of
the shutter buttons to get a meter reading. The
meter needle will point to the f/stop the camera
has selected automatically. For correct exposure,
the meter needle should not be in either the over-
or underexposure warning zone, If it is in either
zone, turn the shutter dial until the meter needle
moves out of the warning zone.

5. Press the shutter release button all the way down
to take the picture.

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Notes

1. If there are no batteries in the motor drive (Bat-
tery Pack FN) or if loaded and their voltage drops
below operating level (Battery Pack FN or either
Ni-Cd Pack), shutter-priority AE photography is
impossible. In this case, setting the lens’ aperture
ring to the A" mark will lock all shutter buttons,
thus preventing shutter release. To use the
camera manually, simply remove the lens’ aper-
ture ring from the “A’ mark and set an aperture
in the usual manner.

2. Shutter-priority AE is possible even if the mode
selector is OFF as long as the lens’ aperture ring
is on the A’ mark. In this case, the film will not
be advanced automatically and the shutter must
be released with the camera’s shutter button or
the motor drive’s vertical-position shutter button.

3. When the AE Finder FN is used in conjunction
with the camera and motor drive, continuous
shooting is possible in the stopped-down AE
mode. For correct exposure with an FD lens, set
an aperture smaller than /2.8.
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Il. Manual Override
The Canon F-1 functions as a manual exposure
camera when the lens’ aperture ring is moved from
the A" mark. In this case, simply determine the
correct exposure in the usual manner by setting
both shutter speed and aperture, matching the
meter and aperture needles in the viewfinder. For
further details, refer to the instruction book of the
camera.

Note: Use the shutter button on the camera when
shooting with the shutter dial on “B." If
either of the motor drive's shutter buttons is
pressed, the shutter speed will switch auto-
matically to 1/1000 second.

lll. Mechanical Operation

When the battery is removed from the camera, the

F-1 switches to mechanical shutter control. In this

case, only single-frame photography is possible

even if the mode selector on the motor drive is set
to “L"” or "H." Only the shutter button on the
camera can be used to release the shutter. The me-
chanically controlled shutter speeds are 1/2000 to

1/125 sec., é " (1/90 sec.) and “B.” For further

details, please refer to the instruction book of the

camera.
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Two shutter buttons are provided on the motor drive
for maximum ease of handling. For horizontal shots,
use the shutter button on top of the grip. Use the
shutter button on 'the side of the Battery Pack FN or
Ni-Cd Pack for vertical shots. Of course, the
camera's shutter button can also be used.
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The shutter buttons are provided with lock levers.
The shutter button on top of the grip can be locked
by pulling up and turning the mode selector to OFF.
To lock the shutter button on the battery pack or
Ni-Cd pack, turn the lever so the red “L" is aligned
with the white dot. This is recommended to prevent
accidental shutter release when carrying the camera.
The three shutter release locking devices function
independently of each another. Even if the camera’s
shutter release lock lever is aligned with “'L,'" for ex-
ample, either of the motor drive’s shutter buttons
can still be used to release the shutter.
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The shutter will not operate in the following cases:

1. When the camera is used in the shutter-priority
AE mode and there are no batteries in the Battery
Pack FN or battery voltage is insufficient (Battery
Pack FN or either Ni-Cd Pack). Replace the bat-
teries in the battery Pack FN or, in the case of
either Ni-Cd Pack, recharge the pack.

2. When the camera’'s battery does not have
enough voltage to power the camera. In this
case, replace the battery in the camera.

3. When the motor drive's warning lamp lights up.
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Rewinding the Film

Film winding stops automatically and the warning
lamp lights up when the frame counter reaches 0.
Rewind the film immediately after the lamp lights
up.

1. Pushing the lock release button, slide the power
rewind lever in the direction of the arrow as
shown until it locks. The motor drive’'s frame
counter will automatically return to “S.” The
warning lamp goes out and power film rewinding
begins as soon as the lever is locked.

For quick one-handed release, simply slide the
power rewind lever with your thumb while push-
ing the lock release button down.
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2. When power film rewinding is completed, the
warning lamp will light up. Push the lock release;
the power rewind lever will return to its former
position and the warning lamp will go out.

3. Open the camera back and take out the film.

Notes

1. The film may be rewound manually in the usual
manner.

2. Rewind the film immediately or turn off the
mode selector when film transport stops and the
warning lamp lights up. Otherwise, the warning
lamp will remain on and drain the batteries.
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. It is not necessary to press the camera's rewind

lever for power rewinding.

. The film will not advance if the camera’s rewind

lever is engaged. If accidentally engaged, release
it by lightly pressing the camera’s shutter button
before loading the next film.

. Take care not to rewind the film accidentally

while the shutter curtains are open during a long
exposure.

. Do not inadvertently press the camera's shutter

button during power film rewinding when there is
no battery in the camera. This will re-expose a
portion of the film.

. After dismounting the AE Motor Drive FN from

the camera, do not forget to remove the lens’
aperture ring from the “A" mark if there is a bat-
tery in the camera. Otherwise, the camera’s auto-
matic safety circuit will prevent shutter release.
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Remote Control =
A 2.5mm socket is provided on each of the three
power sources of the AE Motor Drive FN for con-
necting accessories for remote control and interval-
timer photography. Remote Switch 3 or 60, the
Wireless Controller LC-1, the Interval Timer TM-1
Quartz, or other remote control devices may be
plugged into this socket.

With the mode selector on OFF, connect the remote
control device to the socket. If the mode selector is
not OFF, the shutter may be released, thus wasting
one film frame. After mode selector or remote con-
trol will be impossible.

There is no viewfinder display when a remote con-
trol device or interval timer is used with the motor
drive.
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Multiple Exposures

Multiple exposures are possible when the AE Motor
Drive FN is attached to the camera. The film must
be taut before making the first exposure. To take up
any slack in the film, unfold the rewind crank and
gently turn it in the direction of the arrow until it
stops. Then turn and press the camera's rewind
lever in the usual manner; the film will now remain
stationary for multiple exposures. The mode selec-
tor can be set to any of the three positions. To re-
lease the shutter, press either shutter button on the
motor drive. To cancel multiple exposure operation,
lightly press the camera’s shutter button. The re-
wind lever will disengage, and normal shooting can
then be resumed.

The frame counters of both the camera and the
motor drive will advance each time the shutter is
released.

. There is a possibility of slight movement of the

film if you make an excessive number of ex-
posures on the same frame. Note that, depending
on the number of exposures made on the frame,
exposure compensation is necessary to prevent
overexposure.

. To check the tension of the film, the rewind

crank must be unfolded before you turn it; other-
wise, it will turn freely.

Refer to the camera’s instruction manual for
further details.
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Accessories

Ni-Cd Pack FN and High Power Ni-Cd Pack FN
These packs with built-in, rechargeable Ni-Cd bat-
teries are exclusive accessories for powering the AE
Motor Drive FN. Quick recharging is possible with
the Ni-Cd Charger MA/FN, which is specially de-
signed for this purpose. The Ni-Cd packs are useful
for shooting at low temperatures or for an extended
period of time. The High Power Ni-Cd Pack FN, in
particular, performs well even at very low tem-
peratures and can be used as the sole power source
for both the camera and AE Motor Drive FN by at-
taching the Battery Cord C-FN.
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Wireless Controller LC-1

This remote control device uses infrared light to
control cameras from a distance. The LC-1 is parti-
cularly useful in sports and wildlife photography,
news coverage and numerous other fields. The
Wireless Controller consists of a transmitter and a
receiver. Up to three cameras can be operated
separately on three different channels.

Remote Switches 60 and 3

With respective lengths of 60 centimeters and 8
meters, these switches enable remote-controlled
shooting with the AE Motor Drive FN or AE Power
Winder FN. Both single-frame and sequential shoot-
ing are possible, and remote control from a maxi-
mum distance of 10 meters is possible with the Ex-
tension Cord E1000.

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Interval Timer TM-1 Quartz

The use of quartz control in this accessory ensures
excellent time accuracy for a wide range of time-
lapse photography with the AE Motor Drive FN or
AE Power Winder FN. The timer can be set for 14
different intervals, allowing interval photography
from one exposure per second to one exposure
every 30 minutes. Because this accessory has a
cord, it can also be used for general remote control
photography.

Time Lapse Programmer

The Time Lapse Programmer is ideal for use in such
special fields as wildlife and nature photography
which require continuous or fixed-interval, unman-
ned shooting. These accessories are used in con-
junction with the Canon F-1 and the AE Motor
Drive FN or AE Power Winder FN. The A unit regula-
tes the shooting interval between frames while the B
unit controls the time at which the A unit operates.
Used together, the time interval can be extended so
that only one frame is exposed over a 24-hour inter-
val,
