A\ warNING

« This mark indicates precautions that, if not
followed, could result in serious injury to the
operator.
A\ cauTion

« This mark indicates precautions that, if not
followed, could resutt in minor or medium injury
to the operator.

/\ WARNING

« The electric circuits inside the camera contain
high voltage working parts. Never attempt to
disassemble the flash unit yourself.

« Never touch internal parts of the flash unit if
they become exposed from dropping the flash
unit or for some other reason, as there is
danger of electric shock.

A\ caution

« Do not use the flash near anyone’s eyes, as it
may harm them. Be particularly careful with the
flash around infants.

- Always keep the batteries out of the reach
children.

« Do not dispose of the battery in fire, as it may
explode.

PRECAUTIONS

« Replace all batteries at the same time. Do not
mix battery brands and types, or old batteries
with new.

« Remove the batteries when not using the flash
unit for long periods of time. Batteries tend to
jeak if left too long in the unit. This may cause
serious damage.

» Avoid leaving the flash unit for extended
periods in places where temperature and
humidity are high such as in a closed car.

IN THE PROGRAMMED AE MODE

Iin the Programmed AE Mode, the aperture is
automatically set to the f-stop as shown in Table
1.

The flash range is fixed from 1.8m to 3.6m (6 ft -
12 ft).

IN THE APERTURE-PRIORITY AND
MANUAL EXPOSURE MODES

In the Aperture-Priority AE and Manual Exposure
modes, a proper f-stop must be manually
selected in accordance with Table 2. Otherwise,
a proper exposure will not be obtained.

COMPATIBLE CAMERAS AND EXPOSURE
MODES

This flash is designed to work with Pentax SLR
cameras that incorporate a Programmed AE
Mode. As shown in table 3, it can be used in the
Aperture-priority AE Mode and Metered Manual
Exposure Mode as well.

3. Attach the flash unit into the hotshoe
and tighten the thumbscrew.

4. Set the power switch to [AUTO)] position
for the programmed AE.
