Preparing the power supply

Installing the battery pack

Your camera operates only with the NP-F330 (supplied)/F550 (not supplied)
“InfoLITHIUM” battery pack* (L series).

To remove the battery pack

the battery pack.
Be careful not to drop the battery pack when removing it.

When the cameraisturned on, you cannot charge the battery pack. Be sure to turn off
the power of the camera.

Battery remaining indicator

The LCD screen on the camera shows the remaining time for which you can still
record or play back images.

Thisindication may not be entirely accurate depending on the conditions of use and
the operating environment.

Auto power-off function

If you do not operate the camerafor about three minutes during recording, the camera
turns off automatically to prevent wearing down the battery pack. To use the camera
again, side the POWER switch to the right to turn on the camera again.

Basic operations » Recording

Recording still images

Still images are recorded in JPEG format.
To record still images, slide the POWER switch to the right to turn on the power and
insert afloppy disk.

ACCESS lamp

@ Set the PLAY/STILL/MOVIE selector to STILL.

Press and hold the shutter button 0
halfway down and check the image.
While the AE lock indicator @ (green) is
flashing, the image is frozen, however, the
image is not yet recorded. When the camera
finishes the automatic adjustments*, the AE
lock indicator @ lights up and the camerais
ready for recording.

To cancel the recording, rel ease the shutter
button.

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Notes

» When recording bright subjects, the color of the LCD screen may change after the
AE islocked, however, thiswill not affect the recorded image.

* While the image is being recorded on a floppy disk, the ACCESS lamp lights.
When thislampislit, do not shake or strike the camera. Also, do not turn the power
off, or not remove the battery pack/floppy disk. Otherwise, an image data
breakdown may occur and the floppy disk may become unusable.

* When using a“Memory Stick,” writing and reading images take about twice times
than using a floppy disk.

Checking the last recorded image (Review)

Adjusting the brightness of the LCD screen

Recording images with the flash

Theinitial setting is AUTO (no indication). In this mode, the flash automatically
strobes when the surroundings become dark. When you change the flash mode, press
4 (Flash) repeatedly so that the flash mode indicator appears on the LCD screen.

O Auto red-eye reduction : The flash strobes before recording to reduce the red-
eye phenomenon.
% Forced flash : The flash strobes regardiess of the surrounding brightness.

You can change the amount of the flash light with [FLASH LEVEL] in the menu
settings (page 33).

Notes

* The recommended shooting distanceis 0.3t0 2.5 m (1 to 8 1/3 feet).

« Attaching a conversion lens (not supplied) may block the light from the flash and the recorded
image may be eclipsed.

* You cannot use the built-in flash and an external strobe at the same time (MV C-FD90 only).

« Auto red-eye reduction may not produce the desired red-eye reduction effects depending on
individual differences, the distance to the subject, if the subject does not see the pre-strobe, or
other conditions.

» The flash effect is not obtained easily when you use forced flash in a bright location.

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Recording moving images

Moving images with audio are recorded in MPEG format.
To record moving images, slide the POWER switch to the right to turn on the power
and insert afloppy disk.

« For Macintosh, you can use the floppy disk recorded with this camera using PC Exchange with
Mac OS system 7.5 or higher. A viewing application for Macintosh is also necessary for
viewing images. To play back an MPEG file, install QuickTime 3.0 or higher.

On operating temperature

exceed this range is not recommended.

On moisture condensation

If the cameraisbrought directly from a
cold to awarm location, or is placed in
avery damp room, moisture may
condense inside or outside the camera.
